Modify text strings such as titles, footnotes, and ODS text fields.
Modify variable values through in-line style commands, proc format,
and the data step.

Where can you use ODS ESCAPECHAR?

In ODS output: in titles and footnotes, ODS text fields, SAS procedures

(including PROC FORMAT), and the data step.
